The children are settling well into their new classes and it is
lovely to see our new Reception children enjoying their time in
school.

Timekeeping

Phonics and Maths Workshops

School Hot Lunches

We are aware that many children are choosing jacket potatoes for their hot lunch. The teaching staff go
through the menu for the next day with the children prior to them making their choices. We understand it is
important for the children to enjoy a varied lunch and therefore we will now only be offering jacket pota-
toes as a choice on a Tuesday and Thursday. The children will still be able to choose the meat or vegetarian
option for that day and the arrangements will remain the same for children with allergies.
